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Scholarship Qualifications 

General Qualifications: All Scholarship Applicants Must: 
1. Be currently enrolled in an Upward Bound, Talent Search, Student Support Services, Educational Opportunity Center, Ronald E. McNair Post Baccalaureate Achievement, Veterans Upward Bound, or Upward Bound Math Science Program. 

2. Have applied, been accepted for enrollment, or are continuing enrollment in a postsecondary institution for the 2010-11 academic year. 
3. Submit high school/college transcripts or GED verification. 

4. Submit a typed personal essay as outlined in the Scholarship Application. 

5. Submit a letter of recommendation from the sponsoring TRIO program which highlights academic growth and potential, personal qualities, and overall accomplishments. 

Specific Qualifications – High School (Younger than 19 Years of Age): 
Upward Bound, Upward Bound Math Science, Talent Search, Educational Opportunity Centers.
In addition to the General Qualifications, applicants in this age group must: 
1. Submit a letter of recommendation from one high school academic instructor. 

2. Be a project participant for at least one year upon completion of current project year. 

By the end of the current academic year they must have completed at least: 

􀀀 3 academic math credits (Algebra I, II, Geometry, Trigonometry, Calculus, etc…). 

􀀀 4 English credits 

􀀀 2 academic science credits (Biology, Chemistry, Physics, etc…). 

3. Have a minimum grade point average of a “C” or 2.0 in academic courses (math, science, English, foreign language, history, etc…) as of the second marking period of their senior year. 

Specific Qualifications – Adult 19 Years of Age and Above: 
· Qualifications for this category are differentiated by specific program type.

· All applicants must adhere to both the General Qualifications and the Specific Qualifications for their program. 

Student Support Services
In addition to the General Qualifications, applicants in this program must: 
1. Submit a letter of recommendation from one academic instructor. 

2. Be a project participant for at least two semesters/three quarters upon completion of the current semester/quarter. 

3. Have successfully completed a minimum of twelve credit hours while enrolled in the project. 
4. Have a minimum grade point average of 2.0. In addition to current college transcripts, submit transcripts from previously attended institutions. 

Veteran’s Upward Bound, Educational Opportunity Centers, Talent Search
In addition to the General Qualifications, applicants over 19 years of age in these programs must: 

1. Submit a letter of recommendation from a community or professional affiliate (employer, clergy, social worker, etc…). 

2. Have a minimum grade point average of 2.0 if enrolled in a postsecondary institution. 

3. In addition to current college transcripts (if applicable), submit transcripts from previously attended institutions. 

Ronald E. McNair Post Baccalaureate Achievement
In addition to the General Qualifications, applicants in this program must: 

1. Submit a letter of recommendation from one college professor. 

2. Be a project participant for at least two semesters/three quarters upon completion of the current semester/quarter. 

3. Have successfully completed a minimum of twelve credit hours while enrolled in the project. 

4. In addition to current college transcripts, submit transcripts from previously attended institutions.
